Roundup of Shluchim activities - 5771

We salute our Shluchim for the pivotal role they play in Yeshivah Gedolah and in the
community at large. Here is a brief roundup of their activities this year.

Torah: The Rebbe constantly emphasized that
the primary preoccupation of the Shluchim is the
learning and dissemination of Torah.

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2. Shiurim with school students

"Chayenu" is an international weekly Torah
magazine for the English speaking, with special
emphasis on the daily study schedules of Rambam,
Chitas and Hayom Yom.

5. Torah Gatherings

This year, the Shluchim coordinated a number of
special Torah gatherings, including:
